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NATIONAL TEAM SELECTION INFORMATION

National Time Trial Championships and National Road Race Championships are important races in the selection criteria for the Junior and Senior Caribbean Cycling Championship Events.

Senior Caribbean Cycling Championships

· Top three Male Elite (19 + over) in the road race are automatic selections to the National Team Pool.
· First Female Elite (19+ over) is an automatic selection to the National Team Pool.
· Winner Male Elite (19 + over) in the time trial is an automatic selection to the National Team Pool.

· Winner Female Elite (19 + over) in the time trial is an automatic selection to the National Team Pool.
· National Team Pool means total amount of riders for the two teams. Jamaica, as the host nation for these Championships, is allowed TWO teams. One team is comprised of 5 males for the road race and 2 for the time trial and 3 females for the road race and 2 for the time trial. Therefore, Jamaica can have up to 10 males in the road race and 4 males in the time trial, and up to 6 females in the road race and up to 4 females in the time trial. National Team Pool, therefore means that after Nationals and the JCF series, only the Pool of riders will be selected.

· Between Nationals/JCF series end (July 10) and the CCC's (September 17/18), the National Team Pool will meet periodically (separate document for those that make it) in Montego Bay for training rides, tests, meetings so as to monitor progress and determine teams for best strategy come CCC time. It is also to ensure that riders on the National Team Pool respect their place and continue to train and prepare, or else they may be replaced by the alternate riders.

· The rest of the riders to make the National Team Pool will be on the basis of performance in the Nationals, JCF Series, overseas competitions and at the discretion of the Executive Committee if the rider(s) can contribute physically and attitude-wise towards supporting the goals of the Jamaica Team.

· It is possible that the riders who make up the Time Trial Team, may not make the Road Race Team and vice versa. 

· Where a rider makes both the road race team and the time trial team, he or she will be asked if they prefer to concentrate on one, and if that is the case the next rider in line will be offered the slot.

Junior Caribbean Cycling Championships

· The winner of the Junior 17-18 category at Nationals (male + female) is an automatic selection to the National Team Pool for the Junior CCC Team in Puerto Rico.
· The winner of the Junior 16 + under category at Nationals (male + female, provided not younger than 14) is an automatic selection to the National Team Pool for the Junior CCC Team in Puerto Rico.

· The remainder of the National Team Pool riders will be selected based on performance in the Nationals, JCF Series, results in overseas competitions and at the discretion of the Executive Committee if the rider(s) can contribute physically and attitude-wise towards supporting the goals of the Jamaica Team.

· Between Nationals/JCF Series end (July 10) and August 11, there will be at least one meeting (location to be determined) for the National Team members to ride together, dial in equipment and uniform needs, and meet about details about travel to and racing in Puerto Rico and representing Jamaica.
